The Eagles Mere Borough Council meeting was called to order on the above date by President Feese with the following Council members and the Mayor in attendance: John Ecker, John Huhn, Dave Werner, Walter Haussmann, Robert Spahr via conference phone and Secretary/Treasurer Wilson.  Christelle Loftus was attending the Annual PSAB Conference. In the gallery: K. Smith, J. Moore, J. Savage.
Public Comments: no issues were discussed.
Minutes- for the previous monthly meeting were approved on a motion from Mr. Ecker, seconded by Mr. Werner.
Treasurer’s Report – for the previous month was approved on a motion from Mr. Ecker, seconded by Mr. Werner. 2013 audit has been completed and is being advertised, copies are available. Liquid Fuels and Turnback funds have been electronically deposited to the PS bank account. 
Street Superintendent Report: written report emailed to council and accepted on a motion from Mr. Ecker, seconded by Mr. Haussmann. He was asked when the streets get swept, this is usually done in early May.
Frontier’s Geylin Ave wire replacement has not been started yet. 

Open Records Officer: No RTO forms received filed. 
Ordinance & Zoning Officer’s Report- Mr. Maczuga checked a vehicle at a residence on Geylin Ave., no change from last visit. Window was covered w/plastic and a small box was in the cargo area. No violation found. 
He also checked a suspected abandoned van that is sitting on Sullivan Ave. It is not registered and the manager of the EM Inn stated the van belongs to the owners who he has had no contact with for several weeks. Mr. Maczuga also asked the manager to remind everyone working or visiting there not to park within 20 feet of the intersection to facilitate fire equipment making turns on and off Mary Ave. He then went to Laporte Av to check on a complaint regarding a property and another vehicle that had not been moved in several months. The vehicle is legal until June of this year and although there were some lawn furniture and toys in the yard, 

there were no violations found. 
Lewis Ave- a call to verify trees being taken down in the right of way were dead and needed to be removed. Detwilers have contracted to have them removed. 
Business Conducted –  

· Emergency Plan:

· Swiftreach-need scripting for usage and someone additional to help oversee. 

· Ms. Hastings notified the borough that County is still working on new Hazardous Mitigation plans.

· Ad Hoc Committee- needs to schedule ongoing meeting to discuss Red Cross involvement and outline for Council’s roll in an emergency.

· Museum-

· Museum Artifact list totaling an additional $51,070.16 is needed for Lockard and Borough files.

· Bookkeeping- February’s entries haven’t been completed, but an appointment to help the new person get familiar with the entries, etc has been scheduled. 
· Cleaning person is still pending as Cheryl Shoemaker is not interested in taking this on. Ms. Wilson will call some names provided by the real estate office to see if any are interested. 

· Crestmont- was sent a letter asking them to place their trash out of the shed where it was being stored. They have procured a small dumpster to facilitate their trash needs that will be paid for by the Crestmont and emptied by NTSWA. Council voted to allow the Crestmont to retain the dumpster until such time as the infrastructure committee can discuss and recommend a resolution for allowing dumpsters and whether other businesses can do the same. This was approved on a motion from Mr. Ecker, seconded by Mr. Huhn. The Borough will not have to pick up or bill them for trash going forward. They will be billed for all bags to date. Loss of revenue was a noted possibility.    
· Abandoned vehicle at Sullivan Ave-State police will be asked to investigate the van and have it removed.

· Election Petitions for Judge of Elections, Majority and Minority Inspectors- Joyce Panichi, from the election board, advised the Borough, that we should contact our solicitor to get the people we selected appointed by the County Judge . After getting Attorney Smith involved President Feese was then advised by Ms. Panichi that all we needed were petitions filed and notarized for each elector. President Feese gathered names  for the Republicans and Ms. Loftus got the Democrats to sign the other petition. They then got then them notarized and given to Ms. Panichi. Mrs. Huhn has been notified she is now the offical Judge of Elections. 

· Worker’s Comp for the Fire Company and Ambulance Asso.- should costs be shared by Shrewsbury Township? Ms. Wilson gathered information from Shrewsbury’s secretary and devised a formula to determine their share. She will add all EM and Shrewsbury tax payers and go over the numbers again. She will draft a letter to be approved requesting Shrewsbury Township to share the cost of the Worker’s Comp Costs for 2014. 

·  Code Inspections requested permission to destroy archived files prior to 2008. On a motion from Mr. Ecker, seconded by Mr. Haussmann permission was given and they will be allowed to remove those old records.

· Training for the Tax Collector- Sharon Smith would like to attend training in June, on a motion from Mr. Huhn, seconded by Mr. Ecker the borough will pay the $50 fee. 

· New outbuilding to accommodate some of the equipment currently stored in the garage will be procured as budgeted. No permit is needed for borough or code inspections as it is under 1000 sq.ft.

· Bonnie Blair- wishes to add enough property from land adjacent to Marcia Smith’s estate to make that lot compliant with current zoning of 2.5 acres. Pending new map and DEP form this was approved on a motion from Mr. Huhn, seconded by Mr. Werner. 
· 4th of July Parade Permit Application to Pendot and the Borough was received and on a motion from Mr. Ecker, seconded by Mr. Haussmann will be signed by the secretary and forwarded as soon as insurance is provided 
· Mayor’s Proclamation for Arbor Day May 24th will be advertised in the Sully on a motion from Mr. Ecker, seconded by Mr. Haussmann
Mayor’s Report: The first Mayor’s newsletter was sent and many positive comments have been received. A flier for reading skills education will be added to our information station in the foyer.

Infrastructure:  Leaf collection & disposal, water drainage and sign replacement will be discussed at the next meeting of the committee. 
    Finance:  Income outdistanced expenses for the last month with taxes starting to come in. 
Website: needs follow up meeting to see what has been getting done.

· Dept of General Services have approved the new Federal Surplus application filed earlier this month.

· Authorized EMC insurance to send Lockard Agency audit worksheets so he can breakdown the W/C for each entity charged.
